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2026 BCHL Jamboree Rules 

1. Have Fun! No scores will be kept. 

2. All Teams are required to submit an approved Hockey Canada Roster and Approved Travel Permit 

to participate in the Jamboree. 

3. Ice will be split into 2 ends – Lobby End and Timeclock End and 2 games will run simultaneously. 

4. Competing teams will share players benches, one team at each end of each bench. 

5. Games will be played on modified ice format, 4-on-4 with a goalie. 

6. Games will be 30 minutes run time, and a 2-minute shift buzzer will be used. 

7. One certified coach from each team is required to be on the ice for each game. (CSA Approved 

helmet required). 

8. A team official must report to the Jamboree office to complete the Modified Ice Participation list 

prior to each game. 

9. Each team may register a maximum of thirteen (13) players per team (double teams 26 total).  

10. In the event of a colour conflict, the designated ‘home’ team will change jerseys. BCHL has a 

limited number of alternate jerseys. Please bring an alternate if possible. 

11. Each team is guaranteed three (3) games. 

12. Teams will be allowed to leave their equipment in their designated changerooms if they choose 

however multiple teams will be sharing changerooms. 

13. Divider Boards will be used to divide the ice surface. 

14. Small nets will be used for all games. 

15. Face-offs only occur to start the game. 

16. There will be no warmups prior to each game. Teams are expected to be ready to go on the ice 5 

minutes prior to their scheduled start time. Failure to do so may result in shortened game lengths 

to maintain the Jamboree’s set schedule. 

17. Parents and guests are the responsibility of the team. Inappropriate parent or guest behaviour 

towards the competing team, any children, officials, coaches, arena staff, Jamboree staff, and/or 

other parents may result in the expulsion of the team from the tournament. 

18. Lunch is provided for all players and coaches – see attached schedule. Coaches will be given tickets 

before first game. Team lunches will be held in the auditorium to the left of the ice rink doors. 

Family members and siblings are welcome to join the team in the auditorium for lunch.  The 

concession stand will be open for families to purchase lunch and snack items.
